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Reduce the number and amount of reports the schools create to address accountability. The
goal is to uncover accountability measures that truly demonstrate progress on school goals.

Much of the data typically provided is not mathematically valid due to student mobility and the
unique features of alt ed.

Greg submits his SARC in lieu of a WASC report. No CAASPP data is included as it is faulty in
his view.

Math credits earned before SHS and in SHS Direct Instruction
