US Department of Education is not accepting waivers.
Trying to ensure the test is valid, and done with equity and access for all.

Small Rural District Conversation
e Shared concerns about remote administration - including support from
adults, internet connectivity, how reliable is the data?
In-person testing centers - struggle with staffing
Concern about participation rates
Concern about determining the testing window
Concern about equity, testing environment including noise, desk space,
help logging on, help may be available
e How secure the assessment- if support embedded can be in technology
would be helpful

ETS -- Unified Districts conversation

The US Dept. of Education will not accept a waiver for DL/Hybrid/COVID19 thus
the CDE has established a modified shorter testing plan. Reporting of individual
student scores will be modified and will not include claims reporting as the shorter
version will not allow for validity in those aspects of the summative testing. The
CA State Board of Ed and CDE are discussing plans for modified testing to meet
the US Dept of Ed requirements. Considerations our CIA Council requested with
ETS representatives as they plan:
e Device security for testing
o Communication to parents PSA on what the test measures and importance
of allowing students to take the test without parental assistance
e Communication and PSA to parents/guardians and 11th grade students
that the test will inform college readiness and therefore it is important to
take the test; coordinated effort with CDE, CSU, and UC to prevent decline
in participation rates




e Need a testing schedule that allows for flexibility in test administration, i.e.
one hour segments of the test

o Simplified directions for testing for primary grades in anticipation of taking
test in home without teacher proctoring
